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HEALD HOME

({ DARIUS HEALD HOME IN FORT ZUMWALT PARK )

This handsome, two-story brick house was built in 1884
by a prosperous [armer and businessman, Darius Heald, who was
82 years old when he died in 1904. Heald was born in a
log cabin about 500 [eet south of the house.

He inherited the farm, which he expanded to 1,100 acres, naming it
Stony Point. He was elected to the Missouri legislature in 1856.

He donated land off Highway K for a Methodist Church and a cemetery .

He helped start a school for young women, Woodlawn Institute, in O'Fallon.

In 1915, the second story of the Heald Home was destroyed
by a tornado. The house was rebuilt one foot shorter.

Thc City of O'Fallon restored the Heald Home in 2001,
maintaining the original woodwork and reopening
three lireplaces in the house.

Heald was a great hunter and a [ine shot.

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CHIMNEY - FORT ZUMWALT PARK
({ REMAINS OF FAMILY FORT - WAR OF1812)

ln 1798 Jacob Zumwalt built the area’s
first log cabin, which turned into a “Family Fort”
during the Indian raids of the War of 1812,

A limestone chimney is all that remains of this
Family Fort. The site is in Fort Zumwalt Park,
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Forl Zumwalt Park is the home of the
annual Christmas Light drive-through display,
the Celebration of Lights.

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CULTURAL ARTS CENTER
( OLD KREKEL TRAIN DEPOT )

Thc old Krekel Train Depot is located at
400 Civic Park Drive, across from Civic Park.

Il was named for the City founders, Armold and Nicholas Krekel.
This typical Wabash railroad depot was built after the
original burned in 1907. Eighty years later, the City acquired the
depot for $1, moved it 300 yards west of the original site,
and remodeled it for use as a municipal building.

In 2001, the building was given a face-lift.

It houses the O'Fallon Cultural Arts Center and Gallery.

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HISTORICAL SOCIETY
( LOG CABIN MUSEUM )}

Some people think that the old log cabin
in Civic Park is the Old Fort Zumwalt ... NOT !
1t's newer than that. The log cabin was built in the 1870%, near
the Veterans Memorial Parkway and Highway K.

Mcmbcrs of the O'Fallon Historical Society moved the cabin to
Civic Park as part of the City’s participation in 1976 American Bicentennial.

Tnd:?', the Historical Society Log Cabin Museum is a repository
or photographs, relics, memorabilia, rustic furniture,

and items from the Wabash Railroad depot.
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T.R.HUGHES BALLPARK
( OZZIE SMITH STADIUM & RIVER CITY RASCALS )

Atthe TR Hughes Ballpark,
